Building Work Update

The electrical refit has now been completed throughout the main school building and the Oak and Acorn
Rooms. Though the effect of this is not immediately obvious it has meant a much improved lighting
environment for the children, new ceilings and most importantly a much improved Fire Alarm System. It
has left the school decoration looking even more bedraggled than before as redecoration was not part of
the funding from DCC. Governors were aware of this issue and had planned for a programme of
redecoration to take place this year. However, we have been pushing for further work including the floors
in a number of classrooms that need to be re-laid; possibly lifting the flooring in the Y4/5 corridor so there
is no step up to the classrooms as well as the ongoing problems with the boiler house cellar and the system
of school drains. We are also still waiting for the storage rooms to be renovated in the car park which was
promised 4 years ago (the reason we still have the blue storage container) though this may now happen in
October. To that end we can’t plan in any decoration until we have an agreed plan of works with DCC.

The renovation of the boundary wall nears completion though getting the last section finished has proven
highly frustrating. It will be finished soon!
